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FULLNET COMMUNICATIONS, INC. ACQUIRES HARVEST COMMUNICATIONS, INC.

Oklahoma City, OK – March 21, 2000 – FullNet Communications, Inc., (“FullNet”) (OTCBB/FULO) today announced that it has acquired Harvest Communications, Inc. (“Harvest”) an Enid, Oklahoma-based Internet service provider (“ISP”) with approximately 2,500 residential and business dial-up subscribers.  Pursuant to the acquisition, Harvest was merged into FullNet, Inc., a wholly owned subsidiary of FullNet Communications, Inc.  Financial terms of the agreement were not disclosed.  

Prior to the merger, Harvest was a customer of FullNet’s ISP access services.  As a result of the acquisition, FullNet intends to expand its own ISP and other communications operations in the Enid, Oklahoma area. 

Timothy J. Kilkenny, FullNet’s Chief Executive Officer, stated, “The acquisition of Harvest increases our subscriber base and gives us expertise in wireless Internet technologies, which will now enable FullNet to offer wireless Internet connectivity as a major component of our product portfolio.  The Harvest acquisition will contribute significantly to FullNet’s goal of becoming the dominant ICP (Integrated Communications Provider) in Oklahoma and adjacent states.”

With the merger, Wallace L. Walcher, the former President of Harvest, will assume duties as an officer of FullNet Communications, Inc., responsible for the company’s wireless operations.

FullNet is an ICP engaged in 1) consumer and business ISP dial-up access, 2) network solutions, 3) web hosting, co-location and domain name registrations and 4) delivery of broadband voice and data and local telephone access.  The company is a total solutions provider to individuals and companies seeking a “one-stop shop,” offering complete network management, web hosting, co-location, dial-up Internet access and high-speed Internet access.  FullNet operates in Oklahoma through four subsidiaries: FullNet, Inc., FullTel, Inc., FullSolutions, Inc. and FullWeb, Inc.   The Company’s website is www.fullnet.net.
